Thank you for your interest in the Loyola University New Orleans Upward Bound Program. The Upward 
Bound program is designed to assist high school students who demonstrate the ability, motivation, and discipline to 
attend college. We are a year-round, rigorous enrichment program that help to prepare students for college through 
tutoring, academic classes, cultural activities, college awareness workshops, career exploration workshops, and 
academic/personal advising. 

The Upward Bound program accepts applications on a rolling basis throughout the year for 9th – 11th graders 
attending L.W. Higgins, John Ehret, Helen Cox, and West Jefferson High Schools. Applications for students 
not immediately accepted into the program will be placed on a waiting list. Students accepted into the program 
must meet the eligibility guidelines set by the Department of Education: 

 Must be in 9th – 11th grade

 Must be enrolled and attend one of our target schools

 Must have a 2.5 GPA or higher

 Low-income (dependent on family size)

 First generation (Parents/Guardians have not received a Bachelor’s degree)

 Must be a U.S. citizen or Permanent Resident

Applications can be mailed by our office, given by our target school counselors, or downloaded and printed
from our website. Please complete it in its entirety and attach all required documentation. Once your application is 
completed, you can submit your packet to the Upward Bound office via mail or drop off to the Upward Bound office. 
You are not required to submit your entire application packet to your high school counselor or teacher for 
the completion of the required recommendation forms. You may submit your application to the Upward 
Bound office while awaiting the return of these recommendations. Teacher recommendations must be 
completed by core subject teachers such as English, Math, or Science (American Government Honors/AP 
accepted). Applications will not be considered until all documentation is received. 

Required documentation includes: 

 the completed original application with required signatures (faxes and scans not accepted)

 proof of income (a completed and signed recent IRS Form 1040 or 1040A; Social Security 
(award letter), AFDC, or Retirement Benefits Letter or a completed and signed Part III of the 
application)

 We do not accept W-2 forms.

 copy of current report card (8th grade report card for incoming 9th graders)

 copy of official transcript

 copy of LEAP, EOC, ACT (if applicable) test scores
